2016 BIG election year is almost over.

For the November 8, 2016
General/Presidential Election:

Hull’s Absentee Voting - Beginning
October 3 and running through
October 21 In-Person absentee voting
hours run from 7:30 a.m. to 4 p.m.
Beginning October 24 and running
through November 4 In-Person
absentee voting hours run from 7:30
a.m. to 5:00 p.m. (Monday through
Friday)

Bring proof of residency with you if you are not
registered to vote. To vote you must provide a
PHOTO ID.

Proof of Residency: Requires your current
name and current address. Examples of POR
include the following:

-WI Driver license/ID Card (if not expired or
cancelled)

-Any other official ID card or license issued by a
Wisconsin Governmental body or unit

-A real property tax bill or receipt for the current
year or the year preceding the date of the
election

-A residential lease (Does not count as proof of
residence if elector submits form by mail)

-A picture ID from a university, college or
technical college coupled with a fee receipt or an
on-campus housing listing provided by the
university, college or technical college

-A utility bill for the period commencing not
earlier than 90 days before the day registration
is made

-A bank statement

-A paycheck

-A check or other document issued by a unit of
government

-(Homeless voters only) A letter from an
organization that provides services to the
homeless that identifies the voter and describes
the location designated as the person’s
residence for voting purposes

-A contact intake document prepared by a
residential care facility indicating that the
occupant resides in the facility

The below photo ID’s can be unexpired or
expired after the date of the most recent general
election (currently, November 4, 2014 election):

v" Most of you have the photo ID you need
to vote in the next election (Driver’s
License or Wisconsin state ID card).

v' Other acceptable photo ID

o Military ID card issued by a U.S.
uniformed service
o A U.S. Passport
Other acceptable photo IDs for voting but must
be unexpired:

o A certificate of naturalization that was
issued not earlier than 2 years before
the date of an election at which it is
presented.

e Adriving receipt issued by Wisconsin
DOT (valid for 45 days)

¢ An identification card receipt issued by
Wisconsin DOT (valid for 45 days)

e A photo ID card issued by a Wisconsin
accredited university or college that
contains date of issuance, signature of
student, and an expiration date no later
than 2 years after date of issuance.
Also, the university or college ID must
be accompanied by a separate
document that proves enrollment.

e A citation or notice of intent to revoke or
suspend a Wisconsin DOT issued driver
license that is dated within 60 days of
the date of the election.

Also acceptable photo IDs for voting whether
they are expired or unexpired:
» An ID card issued by a federally
recognized Indian tribe in Wisconsin
